• Level of Impact: 
- Mal<e an educated estimate without the effects of mitigating measures, such as medication: low-vision devices (except eyeglasses or contact 

lenses); hearing aids and cochlear implants; mobifity devices, prosthetics, assistive technology; learned behavioral or adaptive neurological 
modifications; and reasonable accommodations or auxiliary aids/services. 
Similarly, for impairments that are episodic or in remission, make the determination for the time they are active. 
Use the average student in the general (school) population as the frame of reference.
